Bodmin class (KS2) – Termly overview Autumn 2019 – Mr Paine
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SCIENCE: 


This term, children will be learning all about the human body. Specifically, the different systems operating in the body. We will build on their prior learning of the skeletal, muscular and digestive system. Furthermore, children will be introduced to the circulatory system; learning how the heart and lungs operate, pumping blood out of the heart, through the aorta and around the body. Pupils will be working scientifically through observation and video-observation, measurement, creating questions and answering these questions through investigation and experiments. 











History


The Boasley Cross team have worked hard to plan a detailed enriching history curriculum for this term. In Bodmin class, children will be comparing two very different places; the United Arab Emirates and Anglo Saxon Britain. Specifically, exploring the culture, people and the challenges they have faced.











Art / DT:


Autumn term will see the introduction of a new artistic style. Children will be exploring the fauve art movement. Not only will we create our own fauve inspired art, but we will also explore famous artists inspired by the 19th century art movement; artists such as: Matisse, Derain and Braque.








English: Core text studied this term include – A Drove of Bullocks – This core text is a creative approach to non-fiction report writing. The text looks at collective nouns for animals and it provides factual information about this animal. As well as interesting facts and information, each page has a wonderful picture explaining the collective noun in a creative and colourful way. 


Daily spelling, punctuation and grammar (SPaG) sessions will also be taught – these SPaG sessions form a pivotal part of English lessons and are essential for Y5 and Y6 children. 


Furthermore, guided reading lessons will take place daily. These sessions will look to give children the knowledge and ability to pull apart texts, developing the comprehension skills necessary to tackle assessments in the year. 








NUMERACY: Number and place value – Number and place value represent the fundamental foundation of all mathematical topics. This term, we will look to consolidate our existing knowledge and introduce the more complex upper key stage 2 curriculum. 


Expect to be challenged as we deepen our thinking and become fluent in these mathematical areas.  Children will be challenged as we tackle reasoning and problem-solving tasks daily. As always, children will be supported through the use of concrete and pictorial images and the use of manipulatives. �

 SMSC: Values based teaching in SMSC sessions as well as learning based on Christian and other traditions and festivals. We will look to nourish healthy minds and tackle challenges subjects in the classroom. 
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION:


Outdoor: Games – What challenges do we face in a sporting context? Bodmin class will take part in weekly games and activities which test and challenge children in a sporting environment. I expect children to overcome these challenges showing resourcefulness, respect and resilience.  Some of the game activities will focus on netball, tag rugby and creative competitive scenarios. 





Wake and shake: Expect the heart rates to rise as we take part in high quality wake and shake sessions to start every morning. Children from Bodmin will be leading these sessions more frequently so be prepared to deliver high quality activities in the morning!
