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 ART AND DESIGN/ MUSIC:


In art and design we will be learning about the artist ‘Wassily Kandinsky’ and begin by exploring the skills of colouring mixing. Following this, we will study printing techniques. 


In music, pitch and rhythm will be explored as well as lots of singing.

HISTORY/ GEOGRAPHY:


History – We will look at changes in living memory and what challenges children faced in the past. Through this learning we will be creating our own timelines. 


Geography – We will be learning about key physical features and using simple fieldwork and observational skills to explore the immediate environment. Forest School will start in the autumn term. 





SCIENCE:


We will be learning about different animals and the challenges they face. We will be classifying animals and discussing how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals. Following this, we will be learning about different materials and their properties.

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MATHS: 


Throughout this term we will be looking at the place value of 2 digit numbers (tens and ones). We will be looking at strategies to add and subtract and learn number facts that will help to make our mental maths quicker. The children will also learn a variety of techniques to learn their times tables off by heart for the 2, 5, and 10 times tables. �








ENGLISH: We will be learning about the following key texts in English:
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There will be daily guided reading sessions as well as phonics lessons every morning. We will focus on storytelling and developing the children’s vocabulary through reading quality texts in all subjects.
